And the TrueType and Type 1 fonts supplied with Itranslator 99 cannot be used on a Mac.

However, Mac users having installed the Mac OS X (10.2 or 10.3) can use OpenType fonts.

The fonts URW Palladio ITo and Sanskrit 99 pso are OpenType PostScript fonts based on
the Windows 1252 Latin 1 codepage (not on the classic "Mac OS Roman" Latin codepage).

The output text files generated by Itranslator 99 are 1252 codepage encoded 8-bit text files.
These files can be opened in Word for Windows and re-saved as 16-bit Unicode text files.

Some Mac OS X text programs can directly open the 1252 codepage encoded 8-bit text files
created by Itranslator 99. Some Mac OS X text programs require 16-bit Unicode text files.
On the basis of the test files listed below Mac users can find out the format they require.
